All Sequence prints must be consistent with the 
standards stated in the preamble to the definitions. (There is only one Print class for Sequence :) 
Å The updating of our definition of ñmonochrome,ò which differs from PSAôs, was tabled. 
Å How does N4C handle levels for members who are in 2 or more clubs? It was decided to leave this matter up to 
the clubsô discretion. 
Å It was reported that 6C raised dues and clubs threatened to withdraw.
